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BERNARD LEWIS 

Dean of Orienta lists and one of the senior historians of the Near and Middle East, Bernard 
Lewis was born in London in 1916, and he received his doctorate from the University of 
London. During World War II, he was attached to a bra nch of the British Foreign Office. From 
1949 to 1974, he taught at the School of Oriental and African Studies of the University of 
London, where he attained the rank of professor. Lewis was then appointed to a 
professorship of Near Eastern studies at Princeton University, where he also became a 
member of the Institute for Advanced Studies . He later served as Director of the Annenberg 
Research Institute in Philadelphia. 

Lewis' research activity has been wide-ranging, embracing archival material, the study of 

which necessitates profound expertise, along with current events. He remains an active 

member in all the important learned societies dealing with the Middle East. His scholarly 
attainments have earned him world-wide recognition by the academic community; among 
other honors, he is a Fellow of the British Academy (1963), a member of the American 
Academy of Arts and Sciences (1983), and an honorary member both of the Societe 
Asiatique, Paris, and of the Ataturk Academy of History, Language, and Culture (1984) 

Lewis has written hundreds of scholarly articles, and many of the books he has written and 
edited have gone through several printings and new editions. In addition, his work has been 
translated into more than a dozen languages, including Arabic and Hebrew.
