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[tzhak Zamir

Born (1931) in Warsaw and immigrated to Israel with his family in 1934. He studied
in Tel Aviv's Herzliya Gymnasium (high school) and, following his army service,
majored in economics at Tel-Aviv University’s School of Law and Economics. He
went on to earn a Master’s degree in Law at the Hebrew University Faculty of Law
(1955) and a doctorate at the London School of Economics and Political Science (1958).

Professor Zamir was a member of the faculty of the Hebrew University’s Law Faculty
from 1955 to 1993. He served as director of the Faculty’s Institute for Legislative
Research and Comparative Law (1970-1971) and as Dean of the Faculty (1975-1978).
He has been a visiting professor at New York University and the University of
Southern California.

A specialist in public/ administrative law and labor law, Itzhak Zamir has written
three books, edited two more, and published one hundred articles in his field of
expertise, in which he is the country’s senior scholar and has acquired an international
reputation. Professor Zamir is among the shapers of legal education in Israel, and
he was the founding Dean of the University of Haifa Law Faculty (1991-1992), whose
journal Mishpat uMimshal (Law and Government) he also established and served as
editor (1992-1996). He is chairman of the editorial board of a book series on law and
society of the University of Haifa Press.

Alongside his academic activity, [tzhak Zamir has held senior positions in the public
service, foremost among them Attorney-General of the State of Israel (1978-1986)
and Justice of the Supreme Court (1994-2001). He has been president of the Israeli
Press Council, chairman of the Committee on Administrative Courts, chairman and
currently president of the Israel Association of Public Law, Chairman of the Committee
on the System for the Appointment of Judges, among others. Further afield, he is
a patron and member of the International Advisory Committee of the International
Center for Public Law and a member of the Advisory Board of the European Institute
of Public Law.

He has fulfilled all these positions with determination and courage in defending the
rule of law. His academic and public activity have gained him esteem and awards:
Zeltner Prize for Legal Scholarship (1986), Annual Prize of the Israel Association
for Civil Liberties (1986), Speaker of the Knesset’s Prize for Promoting the Rule of
Law and the Values of Democracy (1987), Alexander von Humboldt Research Award
for Humanities (Germany, 1993), an honorary degree from the Jewish Theological
Seminary (New York, 2001). ltzhak Zamir is an Israel Prize Laureate in Legal Research
(1997).
