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His Royal Highness Prince El Hassan bin Talal

Prince I Hassan bin Talal is a member of the branch of the Hashemite family that is directly descended from the Prophet Muhammad.
Born in Amman (1947), he is the younger brother of the late King Hussein. He began his studies in Amman and later went to
England, where he earned a B.A. (Hon.) and then an M.A. in Oriental Studies from Christ Church, Oxford University.

From 1965-1999, he was the Crown Prince to the Hashemite Throne of Jordan and served as King Hussein’s closest political adviser,
his confident, and as Regent during the King’s absence from the country. Prince Hassan initiated, established, and has remained
active in important Jordanian and international institutions in the areas of policy and culture. In Jordan, he chaired development
plan committees {from 1973-1990); and founded the Al Al-Bait Foundation (1980), the Arab Thought Forum (1981), the J ordanian
Higher Council for Science and Technology (1987), the Islamic Scientific Academy, the Triennial Conferences on the History and
Archaeology of Jordan, the Hashemite Aid and Relief Agency, the Center for Educational Development, the Royal Institute for
Inter-Religious Studies, the Arab Youth Forum, the Hassan Prize for Youth, and most recently Al Al-Bait University in the city of
Mafrag.

On the international plane, Prince Hassan was one of the founders and serves as vice-chairman of the Foundation for Interreligious
and Intercultural Research and Dialogue (Geneva). Among his memberships, he is an honorary member of UNESCO’s World
Commission on Culture and Development and a member of UNESCO’s International Interreligious Advisory Committee. In 1999,
he was appointed president of the board of directors of the Center for Peace Studies and Conflict Resolution at the University of
Oklahoma.

The Prince has written four books, which have been translated into a number of languages: A Study on Jerusalem (1979), Palestinian
Self-Determination (1981), Search for Peace (1984), and Christianity in the Arab World (1994). He is also the author of numerous
_ articles that have been published in newspapers and periodicals.

Prince Hassan’s activities have earned him much admiration and both national and international recognition. He was awarded the
Order of Al Hussein bin Ali, Jordan’s highest decoration. More than twenty countries have honored him; a number of universities
around the world have conferred on him the honorary doctorate; and he received the Science and Society Prize in Madrid.
