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ANTHONY JULIUS

Born in England (1956), he gained his Bachelor’s degree from Cambridge (1977), his Masters in Law from London College

(1979), and his doctorate from the University of London (1992). He was a lecturer in the Faculty of Law at the University of
London from 1995-1997.

Dr. Julius served as director of the Institute for Jewish Policy and Research (1997). He took an active role in assisting in the
defense of the historian Deborah Lipstadt in the case brought against her by the Holocaust denier, David Irving. Owing to
his devoted handling of her case, Irving lost his libel suit (2000). Dr. Julius currently serves as vice chairman of the Princess
Dianna Memorial Foundation and as a visiting lecturer at the University of London.

Considered one of the leading figures in the area of legal advocacy in England, Anthony Julius contributed to the defense of
the University of Haifa in the boycott that the Association of University Teachers initiated against the institution. .

His contribution to the spiritual life of the English-speaking world in general is immense. He has published a number of hooks,
among them a work on anti-Semitism in the poetry of T. 3. Eliot, which aroused a great storm in literary circles; a book dealing
with the Jewish influence on modern art; and another work on the conception of art today as a form of attack on conventions.
Anthony Julius is not only a defender of the memory of the Holocaust and not only a true friend of Israel in general and of

the University of Haifa in particular, he is a man of letters and an outstanding scholar by virtue of his contributions in all these
areas.
