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Inrecognition of his great personal ;attributes and of his
attainments over the years as a statesman and lawyer, and in
recognition of his outstanding contributions to the cause of
peace in the Middle East in general, and to the Camp David
Accord and the Peace Treaty between Egypt and Israel in
particular, and of his unceasing efforts for human rights
throughout the entire world, and in view of his active service as
spokesman of the aims of the free world in the striving for
co-existence in peace and understanding, and for his sincere
friendship for Israet and for the University of Haifa, the University
confers on Cyrus Roberts Vance the degree of Doctor of
Philosophy Honoris Causa.

Born in Clarksburg, West Virginia in 1917, Cyrus Roberts Vance has
enjoyed a long and distinguished career in public service.

A graduate of Yale University, he earned his law degree and was admitted
to the New York State Bar in 1947,

From 1942 to 1948, he served as a lieutenant in the United States Navy
Reserves.

After a successful period in private legal practice, he was appointed
Secretary of the Army in the Kennedy Administration in 1962 and 1963, He
was designated Deputy Secretary of Defense from 1964-1967. He acted as
President Johnson's Special Representative to Cyprus and Korea in 1967
and 1968 and was United States Chief Negotiator at the Paris Peace
Conference on Vietnam, 1968-1969. Recalled by President Carter to
government service cnce again in 1977, he served as Secretary of State for
three years. He was an active participant in the negotiations leading to'the
Camp David Accords, and the Egyptian-Israeli Peace Treaty in 1979,

He has received numerous awards for his exemplary involvement on behalf
of human rights and public causes and is active on the boards of several
cultural, academic, and welfare organizations.
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
