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ELIZABETH E LOFTUS

Elizabeth F. Loftus completed her B.A., with highest honors, in mathematics and psychology, at the University of California at Los Angeles
{1966), and gaired her MLA. (1967) and Ph.D. (1970) in psychology at Stanford University. She began her brilliant, multidisciplinary
academic carcer at the New School, followed by a 29-year carcer at the University of Washington (Seattle); from 1984-2002, she held dual
appointments as adjunct professor of law and professor of psychalogy. In 2002, she was named Distinguished Professor at the University
of Caltfornia at [rvine, with positions in the Departments of Psychology & Social Behavior and Criminology, Law, & Society; she isa
Fellow of its Center for the Neurobiology of Learning and Memory. At the same time, she became an affiliate professor in psychology

and law ar the University of Washington.

Professor Loftus is one of the most prominent researchers in the world in the area of human memory, especially the subject of the validicy
of legal testimonics based on memory. She has published 20 books and more than 404 scholarly articles that have become part of the
classics of psvchology. Her studies show that human memory can be distorted by such effects 25 an interviewer’s questions or by “implanting”
experiences that did not occur. Her studies on repressed memaories, false recollections, and the reliabilicy of eye-witness reports and memory
“recovered” through therapy have had a great impact on the acceptability of such testimonies in the legal system.

She has served as expert witness and consultant in many trials and worked in both the United States and Canada on public and government
committees in the areas of psychology, law, and sociery. Professor Loftus has also served as an adviser o legal bodies in various LS. states,
Canada, Asia, and Tsrazl.

Elizabeth Loftus has carned a great many prizes and awards, among which are honorary doctorates from Miami University (Ohio), Leiden
University in the Netherlands, John Jay College of Criminal Justice in New York, and the University of Portsmouth in England. Among
the prestigious societies that have honored her are the American Academy of Forensic Psychology (1995), American Association of Applied
and Preventive Psychology (1996), American Psychological Society (1997, 2001), and the U, 5, National Academy of Sciences {2002),
Professor Loftus was rated 58 in a list of the 100 most eminent psychologists of the 2th century; she was the top-ranked woman on the
list.

In 2004, she was elected to the U.5. National Academy of Sciences, and in 2003 to the Royal Society of Edinburgh. Professor Loftus
served as president of the American Psychological Society (1998-99), president of the Western Psychological Association (1984, 2004-
005}, and is a member of other scientific societies. Earlier this year, she was awarded the University of Louisville Grawemeyer Award for
Psychology.
