KLAUS SCHUTZ

German statesman. Born in Heidelberg in 1926. Upon the conclusion of his
gymnasium studies in Berlin, he was conscripted into the army. He was
seriously wounded in ltaly. From 19486, he continued with his studies,
reading history and German literature at Humboldt University in Berlin,
then concentrating in political science at Harvard University and the Free
University of West Berlin. Between 1951 and 1961, he served as a
Research Associate in the Institute of Political Science at his alma mater,
the Free University of Berlin.

Klaus Schitz joined the West German Social Democratic Party (SPD) in
1946 and represented that party in the Berlin House of Representatives
(1954-1957) as well as in the Bundestag of the Federal Republic of
Germany (1957-1962). He then served as Senator for Federal Affairs and
for Postal and Communication Services in West Berlin (1961-1966).
Thereafter he was appointed Under-Secretary of the Foreign Office in Bonn.

in 1967, Klaus Schitz was elected Mayor of West Berlin, a position he
retained for ten years. In 1977, he was appointed Ambassador to Israel of
the Federal Republic of Germany. Upon completion of this assignment in
1981, he became Director General of the German radio network, Deutsche
Wella. Since 1987, he has been Director of the Broadcasting Netwaork of the
German State of North Rhine-Westphalia.

From the very outset of his political party and governmental activity, Klaus
Schiitz has demonstrated sincere friendship toward and deep involvement
in Israel, an attitude that continued even after his ambassadorial service in
Israel. He has been Chairman of the Friends of the University of Haifa in
Germany since 1987.
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
