MYRA HIATT KRAFT

Born into the family of Jacob Hiatt, a prominent businessman, in Worcester, MA, Myra Kraft carned a B.A. from Brandeis
University (1964). She is married to Robert Kraft, and the couple has four sons and eight grandchildren.

Myra Kraft has constantly been involved in philanthropic activity, especially in Greater Boston's Jewish community. Among
others, she is active in the Haifa-Boston Partnership and in various initiatives conducted in cooperation with the University of
Haifa. She is a member of the board of directors of 2 number of cultural organizations, among them the American Repertory
Theater and the organization Facing History and Ourselves, which is dedicated 1o educating against prejudice and offers courses
jointly with the Harvard Law School. Presently she is Vice Chair of the Board of Trustees of her alma mater, Brandeis.

In the context of her activites on behalf of the COMmMURItY's welfare, Myra Kraft has done much o advance the welfare of n:cdy
children as, among other organizations, Chair of the Board of Directors of the Boys & Girls Clubs of Boston; she was the first
woman to hold the pasition, and the organization’s bylaws were changed to permic her to remain in office after the four-year
term encled. In 1997, she set up a foundation to raise money through concert subscriptions for cancer research; she serves as
its chair,

After the Krafts bought the National Football League’s New England Patriots (1994), Myra Kraft established a charitable
foundacion ]:u:aring the team'’s name char supports ncl:d].-' families and }ruutl'l. She serves as it prcsidcm and director. She is
also a trustee of the Robert and Myra Kraft Family Foundation, which advances educational and other deserving philanthropic
endeavars,

Myra Kraft has been a tireless worker on behall of Jewish causes, She is on the board of directors and the executive commitee
of the American Joint Distribution Committee, serving as vice chair of its Israel Area Committee and chair of its Rescue
Committee. Further, she chairs the Combined Jewish Philanthropies’ Overseas Commiteee and is co-chair of the 2005 CJP
campaign. In 2000, she was sole National Chair of the United Jewish Communities’ General Assembly, which saw the
participation of 6,000 people from across the United States, Canada, and Isracl.
