Bormn in the United States, she earned a B.Sc. in Nursing at the University of Wisconsin, a Masters in Nursing at the University
of Washington (Seattle), and her Ph.D., in epidemiology, at the University of North Carolina (1978). She is also certified as a
Registered Nurse in several states.

Starting her career as a hospital staff nurse, Professor Woods 1s now Dean of the School of Nursing at the University of Washington
(Seattle) and one of the world's leading researchers in the fleld of woman's physical and mental health.

Professor Woods's research has covered the impact of life transitions, soco-economic situations, multi-tasking, ethnic identity, and support
systems on the functioning, welfare, and health of women. Her prodigious cutput is reflected in the more than one hundred articles and
18 books that she has written, co-authored, or edited. Five of her volumes have been named Book of the Year by the American fournal of
Nursing, including the seminal work Human Sevuality in Health and [new, and its various editions, and Murding Beearch Theary and
Practiee. These and other products of her ressarch were instrumental in laying the foundation for the study of hormonal changes, especially
the pre-menstrual syndrome and its effect on women’s health.

Her enormous contribution to research and practice in advancing the health of women and their families has led to special recognition.
Professor Woods is a Fellow of the American Academy of Mursing, which she also served as president, and an Associate of the American
College of Epidemiology; recipient of the American Nurses Foundations Distinguished Contribution to Nursing Science Award, Mational
Aweard for Excellence in Women's Health from the National Association for Professionals in Womer's Health, and the American Psychological
Association’s award for Distinguished Contribution to Women's Health, among others. She was elected to the Institute of Medicine of
the U5, National Academy of Sciences (1993).

Professor Woods lends her expertise as science advisor on womens health and hygiene to a variety of public and commercial organizations,
including the North American Menopause Society, of which she was president (1993-2000), the U S. National Institutes of Health’s Study
of Women across the Nation, Proctor and Gamble Corporation, and the board of the Society for Menstrual Cycle Research.

Her tenure at the University of Washington, including Director of its Center for Women's Health Research (1989-1998) and Associate

Diean of the School of MNursing prior to assuming the Deanship, has helped make the School a worldwide model for academic nursing
education.

Mancy Woods has aided significantly in the development of the field of nursing at the University of Haifa both through her advice and
by opening the doors of her School to University of Haifa students and staff, enabling them to acquire advanced education from
the best in the field.
