Prof. NATHAN ROTENSTREICH

In recognition of his many years of service in the cause of
Zionism, of his contributions to philosophy and to the training of
generations of students of philosophy, and in recognition of his
efforts for the development of higher education in Israel, and of
academic independence, and in appreciation of his outstanding
endeavors on behalf of the University of Haifa, the University
confers on Prof. Nathan Rotenstreich the degree of Doctor of
Philosophy Honoris Causa.

Nathan Rotenstreich was born in Poland in 1914 and came to Israel in
1932, when he commenced studying at the Hebrew University of
Jerusalem. In 1938 he received his doctorate in philosophy from the
Hebrew University.

He established and headed the School for Teacher Training for Youth
Aliyah teachers before joining the faculty of the Hebrew University, where
he was the incumbent of the Achad Ha-Am Chair of Philosophy. He filled a
number of academic positions including the Dean of the Faculty of
Humanities and Rector of the Hebrew University. He is a member of the
Israel Academy, and is also a member of the International Institute of
Philosophy in Paris, of which he has been a Vice-President. He is a
recipient of the Israel Prize.

In 1973 he was appointed Chairman of the Planning and Grants Committee
of the Council for Higher Education in which capacity he contributed greatly
to the consolidation of higher education in Israel, to the ensuring of
academic independence, and to the development of the University of Haifa
in particular.

He is the author of numerous books on modern philosopity, both in Hebrew
and in English, many of which have becaome classics in their field, such as
"Between Past and Present” {1958), and “Jewish Thought in Modern
Times™ {1968}, as well as many research works on western philosophy in
the 19th and 20th centuries.
