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WLADYSLAW BARTOSZEWSKI

Born in 1922. Took part in the civilian defence of Warsaw during World War II (1939). Was imprisoned in the Auschwitz-
Birkenau concentration camp (1940-1941) and following his release joined (1942) the Polish resistance (Armia Krajowa - Home
Army). He organized help for Pawiak prisoners. He was co-organizer of "Zegota" — the Council for Aid to Jews and fought in
the Warsaw Uprising (1944).

Prof. Bartoszewski is an historian, intellecrual and esteemed statesman. Following World War I he was involved with the anti-
communist Polish People's Party and expressed his opposition to any form of racism or tyranny in the paper he edited and on
Radio Free Europe. He was a member of the Commission for the Investigation of German Crimes in Poland. In the early 1980s
he joined the intellectuals’ opposition to the communist rule and the Solidarity Union; he was interned during the marial law
period. He taught at Catholic University in Lublin and in the 80s he taught modern Polish history in Bavaria. He has authored
many books and since 1991 has been a member of the Polish Pen Club.

With the establishment of Lech Walesa's government, he was appointed Polish Ambassador to Austria (1990-1995), and served
as Minister of Foreign Affairs (1995, 2000-2001), as a senator in the upper house of the Polish parliament, and was Chairman
of the Council of Polish Institute for Foreipn Affairs. He is currently a Minister in the Prime Minister's office.

In all of his activities, since his joining the Polish resistance during World War I and to this day, Prof. Bartoszewski has exhibited
interest and involvement in issues concerning the Jews and the State of Israel. Prof. Bartoszewski is Vice President of the Institute
for Polish-Jewish Studies in Oxford (since 1986) and Chairman of the International Auschwitz-Birkenau Council (since 1990).
Prof. Bartoszewski has received honors in his native country, Israel, Europe and the United States. He was awarded the title of
"Righteous Among the Nations" by Yad Vashem (1963). He is an honorary citizen of Israel (since 1991) and received a Certificate
of Merit from the Mayor of Jerusalem (1996). He received an Honorary Doctorate from Baltimore Hebrew College and awards
of honor from the American Jewish Committee, the Museum of the Holocaust in Los Angeles, California and the Holocaust
Museum in Washington, DC. He also received the H. Heine Award in Dusseldorf (1997).
